tesa Holospot® with barcode or RFID
The tesa Holospot® offers brand owners multiple overt and covert security levels for maximum counterfeit protection and traceability with the possibility to identify every single product individually.  tesa scribos® is going one step further: Bar codes, matrix codes, RFID codes and human readable codes can now be linked with tesa Holospot® labels and can thus be used for track & trace and online customer interaction. The serial number that is stored within the forgery proof tesa Holospot® is also represented as a matrix code symbol or RFID chip for automated reading with standard industrial readers. Codes can either be serialised or encrypted. For consumer interaction via internet or mobile phone, the human readable code is used.
tesa® CodeSeal
With the new security label for mass markets, tesa scribos® is expanding on its extensive safety and security concept. Conventional security labels identify packages that have been opened improperly as the product passes through the logistics chain. They have not typically been able to provide proof of the product’s authenticity or origin – until now. With tesa® CodeSeal, tesa scribos® is going one step further. It ensures item-unique security codes are effectively integrated into a physical verification system. Additional content, such as bar codes used to track merchandise, can also be easily incorporated into the design. All of the types of the new tesa® CodeSeal offer the ability to check whether a product is genuine either with or without a database. tesa® CodeSeal is thus ideally suited to providing counterfeit protection, traceability as well as authenticity verification for each individual product. In addition tesa® CodeSeal can also be used in customer incentive programs.
tesa® trust & trace
tesa® trust & trace combines a physically secure product coding system (e.g. tesa Holospot® oder tesa® CodeSeal) with leading-edge Track & Trace systems. This supplies logistics and brand protection with detailed and reliable data which can be used to optimise distribution and to prevent counterfeiting and trade on the 'grey market'. The tesa® trust & trace concept can be easily integrated into existing logistics processes. Goods tracking systems based on barcodes, 2D matrix codes or RFID technology are simply integrated into brand protection. It is thus possible, for instance, to register products on an individual basis during production and associate them with a transport packing code when they are packed and later link the packaging with an RFID pallet label. The advantages for brand protection are also self-evident:  All parties can establish a product’s authenticity at any time.  
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
